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Schedule C

AGR will attempt to provide human tissue and tissue constituents to any Applicant:

1. demonstrating scientific merit

2. completing application and agreement for human tissue, and

3. remaining in compliance with said agreement’s terms and conditions.  This policy is subject to three specific covenants:

I. At AGR’s discretion, tissues (“biomaterials”) that are deemed in short supply shall be distributed in a manner so as to extend the usefulness of the specimen for the benefit of as many applicants as possible.

II. Applicant shall not use AGR-supplied biomaterials in conjunction with or otherwise for the benefit of, any contractual or consulting arrangement with a third party, unless permitted in writing by AGR.

III. Applicant shall be the end-user and shall not distribute biomaterials, which include the unprocessed human tissue or any processed tissue constituents (cells, proteins, etc.), preparations (slices, extracts, or other derivatives), to a third party, either directly or indirectly, unless otherwise permitted in writing by AGR.

AGR’s conditions for possible exception to Covenants II and III above by virtue of written AGR permission include the following:

a. A third party must be and end-user with a clearly demonstrated scientific, medical, or educational collaboration with Applicant.

b. Applicant must provide AGR with a timely and complete accounting of biomaterial being used or distributed.  Accounting must include identification of end-user, quantity and form of biomaterial being distributed, preservation and storage methods, where applicable.  This information would be used in part to ensure adequate tracking of biomaterial for purposes of laboratory safety, and would be made available for inspection by any regulatory agency.

c. Applicant remains responsible and accountable for its end-user’s performance under Applicant’s Agreement with AGR.

d. Financial arrangements for distributing biomaterial to a third party must be clearly defined and on a cost recovery basis.

e. Biomaterial judged unsatisfactory by Applicant may not be used in conjunction with a third party in any form.
